Biographical Sketch of Ruth Green (1895-1986): Ruth Green lived on Dogwood
Avenue in Decatur and at the Candler Hotel for a time. She wrote a book called
Footprints, a novel of her family through four generations in Georgia. Her father, Joseph
H. Green, was a doctor in Decatur and she attended Agnes Scott for two years. She was
associated with American Telephone and Telegraph from 1913 to 1960 and was a
member of Telephone Pioneers of America.

Description: The Ruth Green papers are primarily correspondence from the 1970s
relating to her book Footprints. However, there are essays on past times in Decatur, and
family history information.
