Organizational History of Redan United Methodist Church: Redan United Methodist 

Church was organized in1894. John K. McCarter donated the land for the church, as well 

as land for a school and Baptist church. J.W. Phillips, J.W. Ozmer, W.A. Evans, E.T. 

Coker, and C.W. Wellborn were trustees of the church. The church celebrated its 

centennial in 1994. 

 

Description: The collection contains church conference record books, Sunday school 

records, women’s missionary records, notes on the parsonage, and accounts and 

memories used for the Centennial Celebration. There are typed transcripts included. A 

scrapbook kept by Mrs. J.H. (Peggy) Gouge of the Redan United Methodist Church and 

Peter Chong Chow Fah in Bentong, Malaya during the 1960s is being cataloged as part of 

this collection as well.
